Breaking of any SIJRA General Rules and Regulations (found on pages 7-
12 of our rulebook) by members, and/or family/friends of members, could result in your back number being
pulled and missing a rodeo event or entire rodeo.

Below are the rules we are emphasizing this year:
e No fighting or rough play allowed.
e No horses around concession stand and other buildings.
e Makeup arena is for warming up and cooling down horses only.
o Only parents/guardians of members should be in the makeup arena on foot.
e Do not cross over exterior fences.
e Do not tie animals to trees, buildings, or exterior fences.
